	If you don’t want to break the chain, you had better not neglect this important Standing instruction.

A:  What is the second standing instruction

	Though we usually picture him as an old man, Frank Duff was a young man, this age when he started the Legion of Mary.

A:  What is thirty two
	
	He is a patron of the Legion and special messenger who told Mary she was to be the mother of Jesus.

A:  Who is Saint Gabriel

	They were the elite of the ancient Roman society.  Now they are members of a Legion discussion group.

A:  Who are the Patricians
	
	Say it everyday or you will be breaking 
an important rule.

A:  What is the Catena

	The Legion of Mary was started in this famous country.

A:  What is Ireland
	
	This small country, part of the United Kingdom, was the first to receive the Legion, in 1929.

A:  What is Scotland

	A General in God’s army, this Legion patron defeated Lucifer.

A:  Who is Saint Michael
	
	His book was hidden for 100 years but finally this Legion patron saint’s secret was revealed.

A:  Who is St. Louis Marie DeMontfort

	A patron saint of the Legion, his gospel emphasized Love.

A:  Who is St. John the Evangelist
	
	This Legion is protecting our Legion.

A:  What is Mary’s Legion of Angels

	They are placed on either side of Our Lady on the Legion altar.

A.  What are vases (of flowers)
	
	They are the only things that belong in Legion of Mary vases.

A:  What are fresh flowers or greens

	The vexillum is placed in this position on the altar.

A:  What is a little to the right and in front of the statue
	
	These belong in the front of the altar, on either side.

A:  What are candles

	He is the youngest of our future saints, dying at the early age of twenty seven.

A:  Who is Alfie Lambe
	
	Edel Quinn wanted to spend her life in a cloistered convent, but instead spent it serving Mary on this dark continent.

A:  What is Africa

	The cathedral in Philadelphia and the Legion of Mary both claim these two great saints for their special patrons.

A:  Who are Saints Peter and Paul
	
	In the Old Covenant it held the ten commandments; in the New Covenant it’s a title of Mary.

A:  What is the Ark of the Covenant

	If you can keep a secret you can follow this Standing Instruction.

A:  What is the fourth Standing Instruction
	
	A patron of the Legion, he received the Holy Spirit through Mary even before he was born.

A:  Who is St. John the Baptist

	As protector of the Church, his help is invoked first, just after the Hearts of Jesus and Mary.
A:  Who is St. Joseph
	
	According to the handbook, this is when we should be on duty for Mary.

A:  What is “always”

	They are the higher degree of auxiliaries.

A:  What are adjutorians
	
	These active members join with the 
whole Church in reciting the Liturgy of the Hours.

A:  What are praetorians

	The Roman general gave this as a pep talk before battle.  At our meetings it is never read, but always given.

A:  What is the allocutio
	
	For any officer, this is the first duty listed in the handbook.

A:  What is attendance at the Curia meeting

	It started out as the Association of Our Lady of Mercy.

A:  What is The Legion of Mary
	
	If he hadn’t read this book, Frank Duff might never have started The Legion of Mary.

A:  What is DeMontfort’s Treatise on the True Devotion to Mary

	You aren’t officially an adult Legionary until you do this.

A:  What is, take your promise
	
	It should be unobtrusive; it comes after 
the allocutio; it’s done by the treasurer.

A:  What is, passing the secret bag

	We have a Mass offered for them every November.

A:  What are the souls of departed legionaries.
	
	This Legion function celebrates the birth of the Legion and its Mother.

A:  What is the Praesidium Function

	If you don’t attend this most important Legion function, you are a pretty lame legionary.

A:  What is the Acies
	
	In chapter 40 the handbook calls this newest Legion adventure a mini-peregrinatio or Sunday search for souls, which only a praesidium can conduct.

A:  What is Exploratio Dominicalis

	Want to be a missionary; travel to foreign places and spread the Legion?  Chapter 40 tells you this Legion adventure is what you are looking for.

A:  What is Peregrinatio pro Christo
	
	The famous Legion picture was painted

by a friend of the Legion in this Irish city.

A:   What is Dublin

	In the Roman Legion it was a token by which a member was recognized.  In the Legion of Mary it is a token of unity and fraternity.

A:  What is the Tessera
	
	In the first Standing Instruction, the report must have these two qualities.
A:  What are “adequate” and “audible”

	In a Junior praesidium only these two members can attend the Curia meeting.
A:  What are adult members.
	
	Much popular devotion to this 17th 

century saint can be attributed to Frank Duff’s influence.
A:  Who is St. Louis Marie DeMontfort

	Even more important than the work, this is the Legionary’s primary duty.
A:  What is Attend the meeting
	
	Sixteen won’t do it.  To join an adult praesidium you must be this ripe old age.
A:  What is eighteen

	Being a junior legionary is only half the battle.  The work obligation is only this much.
A:  What is one hour
	
	He knew the answer was “Yes”, but 
Frank Duff asked this question in his first pamphlet in 1916.
A:  What is “Can we be Saints”.

	This was a momentous year in the Life of the Church and the Legion, when Pope Paul VI invited Frank Duff to participate in the Second Vatican Council.
A:  What is 1965
	
	Frank Duff joined the St. Vincent DePaul society on this date, just eight years 

before he began the Legion of Mary.
A:  What is 1913

	He led a saintly life, and so Frank Duff’s cause for beatification was introduced by this past Archbishop of Dublin.
A:  Who is Cardinal Desmond Connell
	
	Just 16 years after his death, Frank Duff’s Cause for Beatification was introduced in this year.
A:  What is 1996

	No one knew then the amazing force he would be in the Catholic Church when Frank Duff was born in this year.
A:  What is 1889
	
	We are all committed to following Our Lady, but the Legion promise is 
addressed to this member of the Trinity.
A:  Who is the Holy Spirit

	According to page 10 in the handbook this was the first corporate act of the first legionaries.

A:  What is to “go on their knees”
	
	According to the Legion promise, a perfect legionary service consists in this.
A:  What is complete union with Mary

	It isn’t easy.  Sometimes we resist, but in the promise we say we will submit fully to this aspect of the Legion.
A:  What is “its discipline”
	
	It all started with Elizabeth.  Now legionaries bring Jesus to others as Mary did in this Joyful Mystery of the rosary.
A:  What is the Visitation

	Remembering Jesus’ suffering, the Sorrowful mysteries are recited on these special days.
A:  What are Tuesdays and Fridays and in Lent, Sundays.
	
	It was probably hot; the Jordan river was the place.  This special event in Jesus’ life is remembered in this first Luminous mystery of the rosary.
A:  What is the baptism of Jesus

	It’s the Luminous mystery in which Jesus is seen by the three apostles chatting with Elijah and Moses on Mt. Tabor.

	It happened at Cana, when Mary asked 
her Son to perform His first miracle, in this Luminous mystery of the rosary.

	Paul said “It is at hand.”  In this third Luminous mystery we are called to repent in preparation.

	It used to be Monday and Thursday.  Now the Joyful mysteries are recited on these two days of the week.
A:  What are Monday and Saturday
	
	Will the Legion fit into your life?  You have this much time before you must make your Legion Promise.

	The Popes love us.  In fact these five past prelates gave special endorsement and blessings to the Legion of Mary.
A:  Who are Pius XI, PiusXII, John XXIII, Paul VI, and John Paul II
	
	Do you have one?  Many Legionaries overlook this important tool for keeping a record of our assignments and special dates.

	We may not be physically related, but in the Mystical Body we are family, so we refer to each other in this way.

	We need lots of them.  The handbook says they are like the wings of a bird.  Their prayers support us in our work.

	This famous Irish patriot is the author of the poem at the back of the handbook.

	The dove, or the Holy Spirit replaces the eagle on this Legion of Mary adaptation of the Roman Legion Standard.

A:  What is the Vexillum Legionis

	In the month of Holy Souls each praesidium does this for the deceased members of the Legion.

A:  What is have a Mass offered
	
	On the Legion picture, these Latin words, “Inimicitias ponam inter te et mulierem,” can be found in this location.
A:  Where is around the border

	The Blessed Mother’s halo of fire in the Legion picture contains these Latin words.

A:  What is “Magnificat anima mea Dominum”
	
	He was attacked with an ax.  He was poisoned.  He suffered many crosses, but this Legion patron had more influence than any other on the formation of Legion spirituality.

A:  Who is Louis Marie DeMontfort

	His canticle is part of Morning prayer.  He is the husband of Elizabeth and father of our patron, St. John the Baptist.
A:  Who is Zechariah
	
	In this fourth Glorious mystery, we find a source and sign of tremendous hope for
all humanity.
A:  What is the Assumption of Mary

	This future saint was declared Venerable on December 15, 1994.
A:  Who is Edel Quinn
	
	Colombia, Ecuador and Argentina were a few of the places where this future saint spread the Legion of Mary.
A:  Who is Alphie Lambe

	In a well ordered meeting, this happens right after the recitation of the Catena.
A:  What is the Allocutio
	
	The vice-president always has this “present” job.
A:  What is roll call

	Probation is completed and it’s time to make your promise.  This special and moving event occurs at this special time in the meeting. 

A:  When is immediately after the Catena
	
	Through Legion membership we give ourselves to Mary, but the handbook recommends we round off our membership with this total gift of self.

A:  What is DeMontfort’s True Devotion, or Total Consecration 

	In 2005 the Legion of Mary in Philadelphia celebrated its golden anniversary.  The first Curia meeting was held there in this momentous year.
